“In order to quickisualize where there is a bleed or blockagdhabrain, we are developing a
combined approach using a CT scan together witmgiogram (CTA) [injecting a dye into the bloodsaireto visualize the blood
vessels].” Dr. Coutts started this study, entit@B&TCH, one year ago with the support of an ongd@igR grant and Pfizer
Cardiovascular Research Award. The study will testnew CTA technique on 400 patients having a §dAas to map their stroke.

“Once we analyze the data, we’'ll be able to prediuth patients are at a higher risk of having@sd stroke,” says Dr. Coutts.
“With an accessible and non-invasive technologyhsaascthe CT/CTA, we're likely to have a significamipact on preventing major
strokes in urban and rural Alberta.”

“We are proud to support Canadian researchers,a&u€hr. Coutts, who are combining their effortsléwelop new scanning
techniques to rapidly diagnose stroke in at-rigkvidluals,” says Dr. Peter Liu, Scientific Directior the CIHR Institute of
Circulatory and Respiratory Health. “Since 50,000lss occur in Canada each year, it's cruciabtm$ on better methods to
prevent such a devastating health problem.”

Parasites by Tammy Mazubert

Parasites — it is a word that makes most peoplersgquhen they hear
it. To think that their pet may have parasites rsakge shudder. It is
hard to imagine that the little ball of fur thatuyenuggle with every
night may have worms, fleas or some other ‘creepwly,” however
it may be true.

There are two different groups of parasites — ingkand external.
Internal parasites are commonly known as wormskivoom,
whipworm, tapeworm and roundworms) and externahgitas are
fleas, ticks, ear mites and mange mites.

Many people are not aware of the health risks th pets and people
associated with parasites. The most common interfegtion is of
intestinal parasites found in dogs and cats caledoundworm.
Roundworm and hookworm infections are zoonotic -amgg that
although this is an animal disease, it can be tn#texd to humans.

Having direct contact with an infected dog or cat increase your
chance of becoming infected, however most peoyileafig get
worms from the accidental eating of the worm larv&ildren
playing in areas that may contain feces infestaéd worm eggs such
as sandboxes can be at risk of accidentally ingg&irvae. If left
untreated, roundworms can cause serious healtesssthumans.

Although many people feel that pets should be “@emed” only
during the summer, and others do not even treat,gtet owners
need to develop the habit of treating year rourds Will ensure the
highest level of health and well being for yourienfamily — both
two and four-legged alike. Treating only during summer months

is a good start, but parasites can infect youapahy time of the
year. Although fleas and ticks may be less ofabl@m during the
cold winters we experience, internal parasitesham the
environment year round.

Pets can have worms without showing any outwandssitf pets have
diarrhea, lethargy, vomiting or a change in thepetite or coat, the
may have a large infestation and should see yguiae veterinarian.
They can diagnose intestinal parasites throughyaigdl exam and
microscopic analysis of your pets’ fecal materiad prescribe a
treatment plan.

To reduce the risk of a parasitic infection in yéamily and pet, ther
are a few things you can do to keep everyone Safieup an
appointment for your pet to have an annual physigam and discu
a preventative de-worming protocol. There are nm@ptions availabl
and your veterinarian will work closely with youtine best interest
your animal. Encourage your family to practice gpedsonal
hygiene. Children should be discouraged from eatirtgand
sandboxes should be covered when not in use. Ewverstoould
always wash his or her hands after handling sdédoAyou can
prevent the spread of any of these internal pasbiy picking up
your pet’s droppings immediately. Disposing of festes on a regulelr
basis can help remove potentially infective worrgsebefore they ar
distributed through the environment and hatch. ®@oem can lay
over 100,000 eggs per day.

Ensure that your pet and family are safe this sunand discuss
parasites with your veterinarian. Prevention eskhy for a healthy
family.
