Although it can be harlt go of these beloved
beaters, recycling them through Canada’s Retirer Ride program makes financial and environmentasse

Older cars cost more to maintain and are, in masts, less fuel efficient. They also have a sicgnifi environmental impact.

1995 or older vehicles produce 19 times more snoogrhg pollution than 2004 or newer vehicles. Thesieicles make up one
quarter of vehicles driven by Canadians and caergé® as much as half the smog-forming pollutaatsed by personal vehicle
use.

A Message from Alison Redford, MLA
Bill 50: The Electric Statutes Amendment Act, 2009

Electricity is a matter of great importance for puovince: it's the foundation of our economy andsthing

we all tend to take for granted. Electricity keegsworking; it is an essential input to industrysimess and

our daily lives. Alberta has led the country incttieity demand in recent years. Increased demasdken

equal to adding two Red Deer-sized cities to tlewvipce each year—forecasts are for this growth to

continue. Our provincial planner, the Alberta EtecSystem Operator, forecasts a need for 11,500

megawatts of new electricity generation in the r2iyears. That's almost equal to our current ciypaod
almost four times greater than Saskatchewan'’s eucapacity.

When it comes to moving that power around the prowj we need critical upgrades. Our grid, includheyEdmonton to Calgary
backbone of our entire system, is aging, congemteldnefficient. No major additions to the transsios system have been built in
more than 20 years. Our transmission system isingikt or near its capacity for extended periodsnoé. This increases line
losses, which in 2008 cost about $220 million. Tihat energy is enough to power about 350,000 hdoresne year.

Alberta is a net importer of electricity. Over tloag term, we import more electricity through onteirties than we export in order to
meet Alberta demand. Power exporters pay for teeofishe transmission system when they export.péyenents made by power
exporters for use of the transmission lines rediacre of the costs to Alberta customers for thestrassion system.

Albertans say they expect more of their electrititype produced from renewable sources. Many are@newable generation
potential—hydro, wind and biomass—are geographidatiiated from the users of electricity. New trarssion lines ensure these
renewable sources of generation will be availableustomers.

Bill 50, theElectric Statues Amendment Act, 20p&poses to provide government the authoritypforeve the need for critical
transmission infrastructure. This means that thee@ument of Alberta will be responsible for appraythe need for these critical
transmission lines just like it does for other asfiructure that is a public good like roads, schaold hospitals. Bill 50 deals with
need only, the existing regulatory process willtoore to address the siting of transmission faesitvhich includes a public
hearing.

The Alberta Electric System Operator (AESO) isfihevincial transmission planner and has the stajut@andate, the resources,
the technical expertise, and the skills to prepare

long-term transmission system plans for AlbertaeAéxtensive consultation and planning, the AE&®ibentified five critical
transmission infrastructure projects that are negbimmediately.

The first of these critical transmission infrasture projects, the southern system reinforcemeas, approved by the provincial
regulator on September 8, 2009. Bill 50 approvesied for the remaining four critical transmissitinastructure projects: 1. two
new high-voltage direct current lines between Edimom@nd Calgary; 2. one new alternating currer between Edmonton and the
Heartland area (near Fort Saskatchewan); 3. twoah&nnating current lines between Edmonton and MoMurray; and 4. a
substation in Calgary.

The impact to your bill for these five projects Mie approximately $8.00 per month or $96 a yehis increase will start around
2012 and will gradually appear on bills over thiof@ing 2 to 4 years as the transmission projemtscampleted. If critical projects
are not built in a timely manner, the cost of egaiges quickly due to the lack of competition anefficiencies in the system. The
societal costs of outages (blackouts) that may mi€ttansmission is not built are huge and wilt be accepted by this government.

All consumers—industrial, commercial, residentiaknh and irrigators—have always paid for transmissinvice. The costs have
not always shown up as line items on bills, buythave always been part of the price we pay forggowhe amount paid for
transmission is based on the amount of power coeduithe Alberta Utilities Commission (AUC) will ctimue to be responsible
for making decisions on the siting of transmisdaxilities, including determining the specific Idian for individual power lines.

In July and August, information sessions on Bill&s@l the need for transmission upgrades were h&l@ locations across the
province. The comments collected at those sessiot®nline are being compiled for government’s @eration. All the materials
shared at the information sessions are availatMevat.energy.alberta.ca

As your MLA, | am working to make sure our proceseespected, that transmission gets built in & frmanner and that all
concerns that arise are addressed. Bill 50 witldleated in the legislative sitting this fall.
