Thursday, March 25 - Amphibian Ecology and Diseaseis) the North West Territories

Danna Schock, PhD Faculty of Veterinary Medicinajvdrsity of Calgary

Amphibians are integral components of food chdinking aquatic and terrestrial

ecosystems. They are also important indicatorgaological health and change since they requiretingacosystems that include
breeding areas (often ponds), foraging areas, Eweépfor over-wintering. Unfortunately, amphibjaopulations are experiencing
catastrophic declines as a result of habitat leggatiation, commercial overharvest, and infectdissases. Two pathogens
implicated in amphibian declines — ranaviruses @ndrid fungus — are being studied in the Northwestitories. The Canadian
North is not necessarily the first place peoplakhif when it comes to studying amphibians. Howetrex rapid rates of climate
change and industrial development in the Northterepportunities to use northern amphibian popaatias a model to better
understand disease dynamics.

This presentation will introduce you to the ecolafyhese remarkable creatures, draw attentiohdé@auses and consequences of
global amphibian declines, and highlight recendifigs from the ongoing research in the North.

Thursday, April 29 - The Importance of Riparian Areas
Kathryn Hull and Amanda Halawell, The Alberta RiparHabitat Management Society

The Alberta Riparian Habitat Management Societyf€and Fish) has been working with the agricultacahmunity, and more
recently with urban communities, on watershed issaeover 15 years. Cows and Fish is a partneshgoncerned groups and
agencies that have come together to foster a hettirstanding of how improvements in the managéuofeiparian areas can
enhance landscape health and productivity for émefit of landowners and others who use and véileset green zones.

Riparian areas are the green zones around laklesetfands, the emerald threads of vegetationttbiater rivers and streams, and
the lush fringe in valleys. Riparian areas runtigto our lives, just as the water that forms thensrinrough our bodies. If you drink
water, farm or ranch, have a lakeside cottage, fislvatch birds, riparian areas are importantao. yrhey make up a small portion
of our landscape but are much more important tihvais their small size would indicate. When ripa@aeas are healthy, they
perform many ecological functions such as redufimad damage by slowing water and reducing erosiecharging aquifers,
filtering pollutants from surface water runoff, amdintaining habitat for fish and wildlife.

The City of Calgary recently partnered with Cowsl &iish to assess the riparian health of its stremrdgivers. Riparian health
assessments help communities gain an apprecidtibe diealth and function of riparian areas and/igi@a starting point for future
plans and management decisions. Cows and Fisedsaalrking with The City to increase awarenessefitnportance of riparian
areas among Calgarians and to help build stratégidgome owners along Calgary’s major waterwaygrtiect and enhance

riparian areas on their property
