New Trees for Meadowlark Park

Due to the prolonged drought conditions in Calgargr the last
few years, many of the old birch trees on our bearlds are
either dead or nearly dead. These trees have aktayggled to
survive because they are not particularly wellexuifor our
climate. Our elms are also endangered. As notéukin
announcement for the Annual General Meeting, Grditon
will be giving a presentation on the NeighbourWo&dsgram
during the meeting. We as a community have a terrif
opportunity through this program to renew the dyamgl dead
trees on the city boulevards that border our houses

Through the NeighbourWoods program, the City withypde
hardy replacement trees such as American elm, &lyrgreen
ash, trembling aspen, hawthorn, crabapple, Amumrghe
Shubert chokecherry, mountain pine and Colorade bpruce.
In exchange, residents simply have to agree tontlagetrees on
regular basis using a water bag system. You cathsse kinds
of water bags on the new trees in our central par#,all you
have to do is fill them up with your garden hose®a week
during the growing season. There is a nominal ehérgthe
water bag ($30), but the return will be beautiflierse trees
that will enhance our properties and our commuagtya whole.

The city will remove old trees, dig the plantingénand deliver
the tree. Even if you can not manage the plantmhveatering

schedule yourself (especially our senior commumigmbers),
volunteers will be able to assist you.
